Police Activity Summary (Steeple Pointe and Churchill-Hunt): 93 police
calls for service were generated in the two patrol beats during the first half of
2018.

Police Activity Summary (Coventry Estates): 91 police calls for service
were generated in the two patrol beats during the first half of 2018. Three of
those calls were for actual crimes. The rest of the police calls are consid-
ered quasi-criminal, traffic, and service-related.
