health club facility on lot 1 of the Auto Nation/Cypress Equities site which
consists of approximately 2 acres located west of Dilley's Road and north of
Grand Avenue.)

5. Public Hearing: Glenn Ryback
(The subject property consists of .6 acres located on the east side of Dilley’s
Road approximately 1800 feet north of Grand Avenue. The property is zoned
R-3, Single Family Residential, and the petitioner is requesting to rezone the
property to C/O-1, Restricted Office. )

6. Continued Public Hearing: Medical Center Properties, Inc.
(Condell)
(The subject property consists of approximately 24 acres located on the
east side of Hunt Club Road between Dada Drive and Grand Avenue.
The property is zoned S, Suburban, in unincorporated Lake County and
the petitioner is requesting to rezone the property to C/B-2 in the Village
of Gurnee. A special use permit is also requested to allow the
establishment and operation of a health club on the site and possibly the
issuance of a special use permit for a Planned Unit Development (PUD).)

7. Informal Discussion: Old Country Buffet
(Old Country Buffet is investigating the possibility of creating an outlot on
the Sam’s/Wal-Mart site to accommodate construction of an Old Country
Buffet Restaurant.)

8. Informal Discussion: Safe Storage Facility
(Mr. Sam Hallack would like to obtain feedback from the Commission on
a plan to rezone property from I-2, General Industrial, to I-1, Light
Industrial and to secure a special use permit for a car wash facility.
Feedback is also requested on a plan for reducing the required amount of
stacking for the car wash facility.)
