Police Activity Summary for Single-family Home Area of Patrol Beat
80 (west of Delany Rd.):

49 police calls for service were responded to in the Brown Circle neighbor-
hood during 2017. 6 of the calls for service were for actual crimes. The rest
of the police calls are considered quasi-criminal, traffic, and service-related.

Police Activity Summary for Patrol Beat 81 (east of Delany Rd.):

1,193 police calls for service were responded to in patrol beat 81 during
2017. 53 of the calls for service were for actual crimes. The rest of the po-
lice calls are considered quasi-criminal, traffic, and service-related.
